PLAYERS, MEMBERS, SUPPORTERS and FRIENDS
ARTIFICAL TURF GROUNDS for 2010
STOP PRESS – We start construction of the new field next week. Yes that’s right “next week!!”

After several delays over the last 6 months we are finally ready to start construction of the new artificial surface in the week of the 2nd of November. The first sod should be turned on Wednesday of next week. The club will send an email update advice once this is confirmed for those whom may wish to be there.
The club is looking for your help over the next four months as we move to complete the construction of the project. Please read the following as an update of our progress since the July update
· PLANNING
· The revised Tenders for the field have been received and reviewed. The club has appointed Mc Ilwain Civil Engineering as the contractor for the construction of the field.

· Cardno Engineering is Project Managing the construction of the field. We are assured of a quality job using both these highly reputable companies.

· We are in the final stages of negotiation with three turf suppliers – Sports Technology International, Team Sports and Tiger Turf. We expect to award the preferred supplier within the next week.
· Brisbane City Council has approved our Development Application (DA). This has been a drawn out process over the last 3 months but we have been able to satisfy the council in all areas of concern they had. Although this has delayed our start the council officers we have worked with have done their best to expedite the process.

· We are also negotiating with a builder on the extension to the current Amenities building. It is planned to have the builder construct this extension to lock up stage. We will be then seeking the help of club members to do the fit-out and finishing. 

PROJECT FUNDING & FUNDRAISING


The club will need to continue its efforts in raising funds. We are seeking to raise a further $300, 000 (three hundred thousand dollars) to complete the project. This will be done through a mix of fund raising events next year, donations to the Australian Sports Foundation and a loan facility. 
· The Sports Foundation has been a great success and is still open to donations and will do so until the field, amenities extension, Team dugouts and landscaping are complete.  We still require raising funds to cover the cost of the Tech Benches, Dugouts, Dressing room extensions, landscaping and car parks. This is a very tax effective way to donate to your playing facility/club. Please consider this avenue to support the project. A donation form is attached.
· The Art Union was well supported raising in excess of $20,000. Thanks to all those who helped with the organisation, sale of tickets and of course to those who bought tickets. Stay tuned for next years event.
· The first date claimer for next year will be our Turf Opening Season Launch and Trivia night to be held in early March 2010.
· We are also planning to hold several other events throughout 2010. 

WHERE TO FROM HERE:
As mentioned previously the construction will commence in the week of the 2nd of November. The construction timetable will be 14 weeks with a 2 week closure over Christmas.  This means the field will be complete by the start of season 2010.

Construction will also commence shortly on the Amenities Building, Technical bench and dugouts plus the viewing platform on the rear of the Sports Club. 
There is a lot to achieve over the next 4 months!! We will be requiring your help through club working bees as the project progresses
