Australia 1  drew with South Africa 1
In a game that did not reach any height as a spectacle the two teams fought out a tough draw. Australia scored first in the 48th minute of play after a strong baseline cross that deflected high and Jeremy Edwards bunted in on the far right post.
South Africa replied in the 64th minute with a tomahawk from the top right of the circle. We had a opportunity in the last 10 seconds that could have sealed the match but the cross was just missed wide of right post.
